Master haiku poet Matsuo Basho was born in Iga in 1644. After encountering haiku
in his late teens, he developed a taste for writing them. Later, he decided to make a
career for himself as a haiku poet and went to Edo. He became a haiku master in his
mid-thirties.
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Legacy of Basho’s great feat

In Iga City, Basho’s beloved hometown, there are
many historical sites related to him, including his
birthplace, Chogetsuken, which he used as a study
and over 70 stone tablets inscribed with haiku. There
are also facilities built in honor of Basho’s
achievements in Ueno Park, such as the Basho
Memorial Museum and Haiseiden.
